
The Constitution of the Lay Salvatorians 

Lay Salvatorian International Board

1. The Lay Salvatorian International Board is the worldwide holding organization of the Lay Salvatorians. The members consist of those countries with a National Organization or those moving toward a national organization. The LSIB is the highest decision-making and coordinating authority of the Lay Salvatorians at an international level - it is the international representation of all Lay Salvatorians. 
2. The current members represented in the LSIB are:

4. The LSIB will meet every 6 years for a General Assembly; it is scheduled to take place in the same year as the General Chapters of the Society of the Divine Savior and the Congregation of Sisters of the Society of the Divine Savior. 
5. All current members may send one voting delegate. Observers from all Salvatorian branches are welcomed. 

6. The specific tasks of the Lay Salvatorian International Board are:
a. To promote the mission and the unity of the Lay Salvatorians and contribute to the renewal of the apostolic and religious life;
b. To recognize the call of the Holy Spirit in the Lay Salvatorians organization; their Salvatorian charism and spirituality, and their faithfulness to their mission in the light of the Gospel;
c. To evaluate the signs of the times; 

d. To give guidelines for the lives and mission of the Lay Salvatorians in the future;
e. To vote on items pertaining to Statutes and Procedures of the Lay Salvatorians.;

f. To vote by two-thirds majority changes to any approved statue or procedure;

g. To approve the agenda of the Assembly;  

h. To create International Commissions composed by the members of the board.
i. To elect the Lay Salvatorian International Committee during the Lay Salvatorian General Assembly.
j. To establish the date the newly elected LSIC term of office will begin.
Lay Salvatorian International Committee

1. The Lay Salvatorian International Committee consists of 5 members of the LSIB:

a. President

b. Secretary

c. Treasurer
d. Consulter #1

e. Consulter #2 
2. There is a preference that each continent represented on the LSIB be represented on the Lay Salvatorian International Committee.

3. An election is part of the General Assembly. The LSIC members are elected by a two-thirds majority vote. If a two-thirds majority vote cannot be reached within two ballots then an absolute majority vote wins on the third ballot. If a fourth ballot is required the majority vote is the elected person. 

4. The normal term of office will be 6 years and committee member may be re-elected consecutively in any office only one time.

5. The tasks of the Lay Salvatorian International Committee (LSIC) are:

a. To represent  the LSIB in the period between General Assemblies;
b. To administrate the budget of the LSIB;

c. To be responsible to the LSIB for all of  its activities;
d. To promote and animate the Lay Salvatorians of the whole world;
e. To communicate regularly with the National Lay Salvatorian administrations and to promote the exchange of information with each member and prospective members; 
f. To implement the approve Statutes and procedures from the Lay Salvatorian General Assembly;

g. To evaluate and make proposals to the LSIB pertaining to existing Statutes and procedures. 

h. To call for proposals to the General Assembly from the members. 

i. To create on-going formation that shares the realities and cultures of Lay Salvatorian life around the world;
j. To prepare and convene the General Assembly of the LSIB.

12. The LSIC meets in person twice in the 6 year period. The meetings will take place in Rome to facilitate a collaborative meeting with the Generalates of the Society and the Congregation. Otherwise it manages its business using multi-media means. Extraordinary events may force a called meeting in a determined place.
13. The LSIC has the responsibility to post all international meeting dates and agenda items well in advance so the members of the LSIB have adequate time to prepare and respond. 

14. Each continent is to organize a meeting in the period between General Assemblies.
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
